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CSEEU seminar in Roskilde 10th March 2001

A very successful seminar was held in conjunction with the Danish Teachers organisation during the weekend 9 to 11 March 2001. The seminar on the theme of European Citizenship had presentations by Per Kaalund and Hilde Hawlicek.  

The venue of the seminar itself was very important. It was held at the Roskilde Højskole – Folk High School and a short tour and presentation was given to delegates on the background and history of the institution itself and the establishment of folk high schools throughout Denmark.

Hilde Hawlicek gave an overview on the theme of European Citizenship as delineated by the EU and MEPs. She referred us to the EU web site on Citizens Rights that outlines the rights relating to European citizenship. There are 4 specific rights conferred on all nationals of EU Member states. Along with rights must also come responsibilities.

Per Kaalund MP felt there was a real need for a fundamental debate about the intentions for European co-operation. The Danes feel that the present model for European co-operation is the right one. They are also positive about the Charter on fundamental rights as it contains not only political and civil rights, but also economic and social rights. The idea of European citizenship could be used as a springboard for a wider discussion on how to achieve more democratic European co-operation.

Italian School Reform

From next September the Italian school system will change: children of the first and second year of the present elementary school (primary education) will start their education in a seven year school cycle, then they will go on to a five year secondary education cycle. Education will be compulsory till the age of 15, training till the age of 18.

Both cycles will have new curricula instead of the old ministerial programs 

and they will be based on: continuity, flexibility, chore subjects.

There will be thirty classes a week for all and part of the curriculum (30%) will be developed on a local basis according to local needs. Standards will be established at a national level.

 In the first two years of primary education there will be areas of content : 

languages, art, images, maths and science, environment and anthropological studies.

In the next three years the areas will be four:

languages, art, images, maths, science and technology, geography, history, social science,

In the last three years there will be subjects:

Italian, History, Geography and Social Science,

First foreign Language, Second foreign Language,

Maths, Science, Technology,

Art and Images, Music, Physical Training.

Curricula of secondary school will be developed in the next few months.
