Congress of ISDUE – 50th Anniversary

An extremely successful Annual Congress was held between 27th and 31 July 2001. Organised by our Portuguese colleagues, the main body of the congress took place in the city of Oporto, European City of Culture 2001, but with additional visits to the historical towns of Matosinhos, Lamego and Tarouca, amongst others. 
After a reception in the city hall of Porto, the Congress was officially opened at the City Hall of Matosinhos  with interventions by the Mayor of the Matosinhos – Mr Narciso Miranda and ISDUE President, Mrs Hilde Hawlicek.

The congress heard interventions by the Portuguese Depute Antonio Braga, President of the Parliamentary Commission of Education, Science and Culture who gave many details of the education system in Portugal and spoke with great feeling of the commitment to policies of tolerance in education and democratic citizenship. He also spoke of the importance of quality and rigour in mass education.

This was followed by an intervention by Joaquim Sacramento, Portuguese Depute and member of the Parliamentary Commission of Constitutional Affairs Rights, Liberties and Guarantees. He spoke on the theme of the rights and duties of school and their communities. He also referred to the importance of the role of the teacher and the training of teachers to deal effectively with the baggage that students bring to school each day. He made reference to the development of multiple intelligences and the need to preserve traditions as part of citizenship.

The third intervention of the day was made by Luigi Berlinguer, recent Education minister of Italy who gave an emotive speech on empowerment of people through education and work. He spoke of knowledge as a right and a value in itself as it determines both the individual and their society.

Hilde Hawlicek then made her contribution. She compared the recent experiences of both Austria and Italy in that right wing governments are now restricting the right of people to education. After thanking Luigi Berlinguer for highlighting the power of knowledge she reminded everyone of the need to continue the fight for the right of access to it for all.

A presentation about work and direction of  the Learning Cities Network was given by Liisa Tommila, Honorary President of ISDUE and Keynote Speaker for the LCNetwork.

She outlined the aims and successes of the Network and gave details of the wide participation of many countries in this exciting development. The next meeting of the network will be in Gdansk on 22/23 September 2001. 

An additional intervention was that of Vilmas Vass who presented a paper and gave a synopsis of the educational aims and programme of the Hungarian Socialist Party.

Congress Report continued
On the last day of Congress the participants were delighted to receive an address by the Minister of Education. He stated his belief that democracy is to give all the conditions to participate in and influence their societies. He sees elementary education as the cornerstone of all education and that it is a foundation with secondary education becoming more and more a platform of choice that leads to a diversification of paths at a third stage. Lifelong Learning had to be democratic to allow each citizen to have a deeper knowledge.

ISDUE Elections

The Officer positions of Vice-President and Secretary were decided at the General Assembly on the last day of the Congress in accordance with the Statutes of ISDUE.

Having served her four year term of office Marcella Binchi was not eligible to stand again as Vice-President, however Mr Vitor Caio Roque of Portugal was elected as Vice-President to serve a two year term of office.

Mr Hans Spiess was re-elected to serve as Secretary  of ISDUE for a two year term of office. Congratulations to both of them.

Resolution passed at The 47th Congress of ISDUE :

Considers that the school reforms that have been introduced into Italy in the past few years constitute an important innovation in that country’s educational system and a decisive contribution towards that country reaching the European standard;

Considers that those complex reforms require a continuous and resolute policy of promotion, development and implementation for which an economic commitment is necessary, as well as encouraging the best practices in the direction of the reform that have been evident in recent years in the schools;

Considers the risks and negative consequences of hesitation, suspension and cancellation of these programmes would be detrimental to the reforming efforts of that country.

ISDUE and the 47th Congress invites and encourages the Government and the Italian Parliament to enact these reforms without delay.
