 Sunday will be spent in Perugia with time for working groups and a city tour.

 On Monday 29 July it is planned to have the reports from the working groups, the General Assembly, plus a round table on the topic of Local Policies for Access and Success.

Seminar in Budapest – 1st March 2002 

Lazlo Kovacs gave a presentation summarizing the situation currently in Hungary. He asserted that the Government has supported the rich at the expense of the poor.

The Programme put forward by the HSP is Transition to Welfare. This consists of three pillars – Social Change, the Future of Hungary (modernisation) and restoring the rule of law through Democratic Change. The mood of the country is moving against the current government. The new Government will address the needs of the country through the programme outlined in the Three Pillars.

At the meeting of the Executive Bureau a presentation was given on the position of teachers and teaching in Hungary. The main plea was for a period of calm concerning the curriculum to allow constructive building of a firm structure on which to base any necessary future changes. A vital move is to establish a position when politics is not able to destabilise schools every four years .

Vilmos Vass also introduced information from the OECD 2000 survey which gave evidence that the variation between schools is much greater in Hungary than in other countries in the survey

Declaration of Oporto (introductory paragrah)

· Education is not a privilege but a human right

· All people have the right to information, knowledge, and success in education and life-long learning

· We demand the best education for all, for which purpose the state has to guarantee the framework for and the quality of education

· It is our aim, that all human beings in the world should be offered equal chances for education and the necessary support for the development of their individual resources.
