The Congress will begin on the evening of Friday 26 July 2002  with a welcome by the Mayor, Walter Veltroni in Campidoglio. Saturday will be comprised of opening speeches during the morning to introduce the theme plus a round table and debate in the afternoon.

Sunday will be spent in Perugia with time for working groups and a city tour. On Monday 29 July it is planned to have the reports from the working groups, the General Assembly, plus a round table on the topic of Local Policies for Access and Success.

For anyone wishing to stay a little longer there is the possibility of an optional trip to Napoli, Pompei at an extra cost.( €30). Congress Fee will be € 150 ( €75 for accompanies).

Bureau meeting in Lisbon, Portugal, 30 May to 1June 2002 

As part of the programme arranged by Portuguese colleagues in conjunction with the ISDUE Bureau meeting, participants were able to visit three schools, two in Lourinha( 70 KM north of Lisbon) and one in Lisbon itself.

At Escola de Lourinha we were received by the Chairman of the High School

and a teacher of English. An information giving session lead on to an opportunity for questions most of which centred on *curriculum structure and content, *teachers contracts and conditions of service and *  class sizes and resources.

Also in Lourinha, the delegates paid an informative visit to Escola EB 23 Dr Alfonso Rodrigues Pereira. A school, catering for 540 ten to fifteen year-olds, has some 65 teachers delivering a broad range of subjects. It is usual to have taught lessons for 31 hours and the number of teachers required is decided principally by the number of students.

Access to knowledge as a right for all, through active policies of national governments: this is one of the proposals that the CGIL (the major trade union in Italy) general secretary, Sergio Cofferati,  made at the first International Conference on globalization that was organised in Rome from 11 to 13 May 2002 by the city and the Global Forum on the theme of international peace and social and economic perspectives in the third millennium, to create a relation between  the opportunities of globalisation and the values and interests emerging from local communities
“ Knowledge, access to it, must be considered by the governments”- said Cofferati-“the trump card of development policies. Moreover access to knowledge and the chance to know are also the instruments to strengthen and guarantee future democracy in very many places in the world” “Governments


and States”-he added- “must promote policies of social cohesion . Development is crucial, but it must never be separated from the idea of reinforcing the defence and respect of people and citizens’ rights”.

“In the models of competition people’s fundamental rights must be respected, policies of protection must be considered useful elements of cohesion and development itself, and those rights must be promoted and defended here too, in our country, with a very careful cultural work.”

This was the final speech of the first morning session of the summit promoted by Walter Veltroni, mayor of Rome, to which 25 mayors of capitals of the world participated together with international agencies, non governmental organisations, media and private enterprises.

It is worth remembering that at the moment in Italy the struggle on people’s rights (starting from the defence of work) is the main theme of struggle against the right Government, that saw a very important general strike in May.

Italian Elections

 

In Italy the centre right coalition won the elections on the 13th of May 2001. We maintained that in the field of education they were against the rising of compulsory education . In fact they cancelled compulsory education in secondary schools and they dropped compulsory training.

 Their Reform Bill of the educational system establishes an early choice between general and specific education at the age of 13: an early dual system that reproduces social inequalities.

They cut expenses for projects and for support to disabled children and full time education, as well as for teachers: more than 33.000 posts will be lost in the next three years. In the meantime they are supporting private education claiming that free market will promote better education.

They are disrupting the national system of education giving the regions the right to establish part of the curricula, thus disregarding schools’ autonomy, and modifying the rules of the final exam, making it easier (no teachers from outside the school , only one external President for all the classes).

They consider students as clients who can choose, outside a very limited chore curriculum, what they want, according to their  means, and therefore their presence and their parents’ in the government proposal of school governing bodies is practically irrelevant.

The DS and the Olive Tree coalition are organising a strong opposition both in Parliament and in the country and ask:

· compulsory education as far as the second year of secondary education, in largely unitary courses;

· support to the development of quality in education for all;

· adequate presence of students, teachers and parents in the schools’ governing bodies;

· respect of trade-union rights for teachers and school personnel;

· more resources for education;

· withdrawal of the present Bill of Law and discussion in Parliament.
